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OPEN SPACE

SUITABLE ALTERNATIVE NATURAL
GREENSPACE

One unique feature of the development will be
the opening up of green open parkland to the
south of the new housing for community use.
Much of this land is currently used for grazing
on Hollybush Farm.

This land will be designated and maintained as
a Suitable Alternative Natural Greenspace

(SANG), which is a planning designation for
protected open space that will be set aside for
the enjoyment of the local community.

The ancient woodland of Eversley Lower
Copse is designated as a Site of Importance
for Nature Conservation (SINC) and will be
incorporated as part of the SANG area
creating a diversity of woodland and parkland
for public use and community recreation.

NEW PEDESTRIAN WALKS

AND CYCLEPATHS

New pedestrian footpaths will connect into the
existing public rights of way network to create
connections and recreational walking routes of
various lengths. This will include a one-and-a-
half mile (2.5km) circular walk from the new
development and will incorporate woodland
and open sections, offering a variety of
scenery.

Some of these walking routes will also be
suitable for cycling use.

INFORMATION BOARDS,

SEATING AND PLAY AREAS

There are opportunities to include nature
interpretation and information boards at
various points throughout the SANG area.
Designated seating areas and benches could
be also be located along the various new
walking routes.

There could also be the opportunity to include
a natural play area or area with outdoor
exercise equipment.
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NEW TREE PLANTING AND
HABITAT AREAS

It is planned that new tree planting could

be incorporated to reflect the surrounding
landscape context and to improve the
biodiversity across the site; there would also
be wild flower planting and new habitats
created to enhance this important green
natural open space.

SANG PARKING

Parking for visitors to the SANG is proposed in
two possible locations: within the development
close to the community orchard/allotments
and on land off Chequers Lane.
